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Report of the Supervisor
Authority
Pursuant to the Political Process Financing Act, S.N.B. 1978, 
c.P-9.3, s.13, the Supervisor of Political Financing shall 
prepare a report annually to the Legislative Assembly on 
the exercise of her functions under this Act.

With respect to the financial activities of political parties, 
district associations, leadership contestants, nomination con-
testants, and candidates, the Political Process Financing Act:

•	 provides for payment of an annual allowance to quali-
fying political parties;

•	 defines who may make contributions and provide 
financing and places limits on such contributions and 
financing;

•	 requires public disclosure of the identity of contributors 
(except for contributions totalling $100 or less from 
individuals);

•	 limits the amount of election expenses;
•	 provides a reimbursement of a portion of the election 

expenses incurred by qualifying candidates;
•	 requires each registered political party to semi-annually 

file a financial return disclosing the sources of contribu-
tions and financing, other sources of funds, and details 
as to how those funds were used;

•	 requires each registered district association to file an 
annual financial return;

•	 requires each leadership contestant and each nomin-
ation contestant to file one or more financial returns 
disclosing details of contributions and financing, total 
expenditures, and distribution of surpluses; and

•	 requires each registered political party and each candi-
date to file an electoral financial return for each general 
election or provincial by-election.

With respect to the financial activities of a third party who 
wishes to advertise during a provincial election, the Political 
Process Financing Act:

•	 provides for registration of a third party with the Super-
visor of Political Financing;

•	 provides for the appointment of a chief financial officer 
by the third party;

•	 defines who may contribute to a third party;
•	 establishes spending limits for election advertising;
•	 requires a third party to identify itself in any election 

advertising; and
•	 requires the chief financial officer to file an advertising 

expenditure report for the election.

The Supervisor of Political Financing is responsible for the 
administration of the Act and for monitoring compliance 
with its provisions.

électorales d’un candidat qui y a droit;
•	 exige que chaque parti politique enregistré dépose un 

rapport financier semestriel divulguant les sources des 
contributions et de financement, d’autres sources de fonds 
et les détails de l’utilisation de ces fonds;

•	 exige que chaque association de circonscription enregistrée 
dépose un rapport financier annuel;

•	 exige que chaque candidat à la direction et chaque candidat 
à l’investiture dépose un ou plusieurs rapports financiers 
fournissant les renseignements sur les contributions et 
le financement, les dépenses totales et la répartition des 
surplus;

•	 exige que chaque parti politique enregistré et chaque 
candidat déposent un rapport financier électoral à chaque 
élection générale ou élection partielle provinciale.

En ce qui concerne les activités financières d’un tiers qui veut 
diffuser une annonce pendant une élection provinciale, la Loi 
sur le financement de l’activité politique :

•	 prévoit l’enregistrement du tiers auprès du contrôleur du 
financement politique;

•	 prévoit la nomination d’un directeur des finances par le tiers;
•	 définit qui peut faire des contributions à un tiers;
•	 établit le plafond des dépenses de publicité électorale;
•	 exige qu’un tiers s’identifie dans toute sa publicité élec-

torale;
•	 exige que le directeur des finances dépose un rapport des 

dépenses publicitaires pour l’élection.

Le contrôleur du financement politique est responsable de 
l’application de la Loi et de voir à la conformité et à l’obser-
vation de la Loi.
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Activity during the year

Strategic Plan 2018–2027

In my capacity as Chief Electoral Officer, I published a 
strategic plan for Elections New Brunswick covering the 
years 2018 to 2027. This plan states that the mandate of 
Elections New Brunswick is to conduct free and fair elec-
tions for New Brunswickers, to facilitate compliance with 
electoral laws, and to advance public awareness of and 
confidence in the electoral process.

In addition to the annual report of the Supervisor of Pol-
itical Financing, I will also publish an annual report for 
Elections New Brunswick as a whole. This annual report 
will account for our progress made in meeting the strategic 
goals identified in the plan.

Legislative amendments

Transparency in Election Commitments Act

The Transparency in Election Commitments Act, S.N.B. 2018, 
c.1, received Royal Assent on March 16, 2018. New Brunswick 
Regulation 2018-53, the General Regulation – Transparency 
in Election Commitments Act, was filed June 5, 2018.

The purposes of this Act are the following:

a)	 To increase transparency with respect to election com-
mitments and hold registered political parties account-
able for election commitments they make;

b)	 To ensure that electors obtain information on the finan-
cial implications of the election commitments; and

c)	 To promote an atmosphere in which the public does not 
expect the fulfilment of election commitments for which 
the cost is not disclosed in accordance with this Act.

The Act places the following responsibilities upon the 
Supervisor of Political Financing:

a)	 To review disclosure statements for compliance with 
the Act and Regulation;

b)	 To receive and, where warranted, investigate complaints 
from registered political parties for failure of other 
registered political parties to file disclosure statements 
with the Supervisor; and

c)	 To withhold annual allowance payments from any 
registered political party for which a judge has issued 
a declaration that the party violated or failed to comply 
with the Act.

Activité durant l’année

Plan stratégique 2018–2027

En ma qualité de directrice générale des élections, j’ai publié 
un plan stratégique pour Élections Nouveau-Brunswick 
couvrant les années 2018 à 2027. Ce plan stipule que le 
mandat d’Élections Nouveau-Brunswick est de tenir des 
élections libres et équitables pour les Néo-Brunswickois, 
de faciliter le respect des lois électorales, et d’augmenter 
la confiance et la sensibilisation du public envers le pro-
cessus électoral.

En plus du rapport annuel du contrôleur du financement 
politique, je publierai également un rapport annuel pour 
Élections Nouveau-Brunswick dans son ensemble. Ce 
rapport annuel rendra compte des progrès faits dans la 
réalisation des objectifs stratégiques identifiés dans le plan.

Modifications législatives

Loi sur la transparence des engagements électoraux

Le 16 mars 2018, la Loi sur la transparence des engagements 
électoraux, L.N.-B. 2018, chap. 1, a reçu la sanction royale. 
Le Règlement du Nouveau-Brunswick 2018-53, soit le 
Règlement général – Loi sur la transparence des engagements 
électoraux, a été déposé le 5 juin 2018.

La présente loi a pour objet :

a)	 de responsabiliser les partis politiques enregistrés quant 
à leurs engagements électoraux et d’accroître la trans-
parence de ceux-ci;

b)	 de faire en sorte que les électeurs obtiennent des ren-
seignements concernant l’incidence financière de ces 
engagements électoraux;

c)	 de promouvoir une atmosphère dans laquelle le public 
ne s’attend pas à l’accomplissement d’engagements 
électoraux dont les coûts n’auront pas été communiqués 
en conformité avec la présente loi.

La Loi impose les responsabilités suivantes au contrôleur 
du financement politique :

a)	 Examiner les documents d’information pour déterminer 
s’ils ont été dressés en conformité avec la Loi et son 
règlement;

b)	 Recevoir les plaintes de partis politiques enregistrés 
quant au défaut d’autres partis politiques enregistrés 
de déposer des documents d’information auprès du 
contrôleur et, si la situation le justifie, enquêter sur 
ces plaintes;

c)	 Retenir les paiements d’allocation annuelle de tout 
parti politique enregistré pour lequel un juge a rendu 
un jugement précisant que le parti a enfreint la Loi ou 
ne l’a pas respectée.

The Act also amended the Political Process Financing Act so 
that “election expenses” does not include the reasonable 
expenses incurred by a registered political party for the 
purpose of fulfilling its obligations under the Transparency 
in Election Commitments Act.

Municipal Elections Act

An Act to Amend the Municipal Elections Act, S.N.B. 2018, c.10, 
received Royal Assent on March 16, 2018. The Act provided 
regulation-making authority to enable the creation of a 
new political financing regime for candidates running for 
municipal office. The government did not, however, file the 
necessary regulation prior to the 2018 provincial general 
election for such a regime to come into effect.

2018 provincial general election

The 39th general election in the Province of New Brunswick 
was held on September 24, 2018. The number of candi-
dates elected were:

•	 Liberal Party 21
•	 Progressive Conservative Party of New 

Brunswick
22

•	 Parti Vert N.B. Green Party 3
•	 People’s Alliance of New Brunswick 3

Details of the election expenses, limits, and reimburse-
ments of the 241 candidates whose names appeared on 
the ballots are presented in Schedule 4. One registered 
independent candidate, whose name did not appear on 
the ballot in the electoral district of Saint John Harbour, 
is also included.

A total of 207 individuals registered, or should have regis-
tered, as nomination contestants. Details of these nomina-
tion contestants and their financial support are presented 
in Schedule 5.

A total of 19 third parties registered with Elections New 
Brunswick in order to engage in election advertising dur-
ing the campaign period. Details of the sources and uses 
of funds of these registered third parties are presented 
in Schedule 6.

To implement the new Transparency in Election Commit-
ments Act, staff developed an instruction manual and 
templates for preparation and submission of election 
commitments to Elections New Brunswick. Throughout the 
election period, staff monitored compliance by political 
parties with this Act.

La Loi a aussi modifié la Loi sur le financement de l’activité 
politique pour que les « dépenses électorales » ne com-
prennent pas les dépenses raisonnables qu’engage un 
parti politique enregistré afin d’honorer les obligations 
que lui impose la Loi sur la transparence des engagements 
électoraux.

Loi sur les élections municipales

Le 16 mars 2018, la Loi modifiant la Loi sur les élections 
municipales a reçu la sanction royale. La loi a conféré un 
pouvoir de réglementation pour permettre la création 
d’un nouveau régime de financement politique pour les 
candidats aux postes municipaux. Le gouvernement n’a 
cependant pas déposé le règlement nécessaire avant les 
élections générales provinciales de 2018 pour qu’un tel 
régime entre en vigueur.

Élections générales provinciales de 2018

La 39e élection générale dans la province du Nouveau-Bruns-
wick a eu lieu le 24 septembre 2018. Le nombre de can-
didats élus était :

•	 Parti Libéral 21
•	 Parti Progressiste-Conservateur du

Les détails des dépenses électorales, des limites et des 
remboursements des 241 candidats dont les noms figu-
raient sur les bulletins de vote sont présentés au tableau 
4. Un candidat indépendant enregistré, dont le nom ne 
figurait pas sur le bulletin de vote dans la circonscription 
électorale de Saint John Harbour, est également inclus.

Au total, 207 particuliers se sont enregistrés ou auraient dû 
s’enregistrer comme candidats à l’investiture. Les détails 
de ces candidats à l’investiture et leur soutien financier 
sont présentés au tableau 5.

Au total, 19 tiers se sont enregistrés auprès d’Élections 
Nouveau-Brunswick afin de faire de la publicité élector-
ale pendant la campagne électorale. Les détails sur les 
sources et l’utilisation des fonds de ces tiers enregistrés 
sont présentés au tableau 6.

Pour mettre en œuvre la nouvelle Loi sur la transparence 
des engagements électoraux, le personnel a élaboré un 
manuel d’instructions et des modèles pour la préparation 
et la présentation des engagements électoraux à Élections 
Nouveau-Brunswick. Tout au long de la période électorale, 
le personnel a contrôlé le respect par les partis politiques 
de cette loi.

Cancellation of registration of a political party

Pursuant to section 140 of the Elections Act, I was required 
to cancel the registration of the KISS N.B. Political Party 
because the party did not present candidates in at least 
ten electoral districts in the provincial general election. 
The registration of the party was cancelled effective Octo-
ber 31, 2018.

Compliance with annual financial filing 
deadline

Each registered political party was required to submit its 
audited 2018 annual financial return by May 31, 2019. The 
actual dates when the returns were received were:

The four political parties which did not comply with the 
reporting deadline experienced significant issues with 
their internal financial management processes, including:

•	 Lack of financial competence and/or oversight by the 
official representative of the party;

•	 Delegation of the official representative role to the 
executive director of the party in order to more respon-
sively file election commitments during the campaign;

•	 Lack of financial competence by financial staff;
•	 Failure to accurately reconcile bank and credit card 

accounts on a timely basis; and
•	 Turnover in the official representative and financial staff 

following the election.

En vertu de l’article 140 de la Loi électorale, j’ai dû annuler 
l’enregistrement du KISS N.B. Political Party parce que le parti 
n’a pas présenté de candidats dans au moins dix circonscrip-
tions aux élections générales provinciales. L’enregistrement 
du parti a été annulé le 31 octobre 2018.

Respect du délai de dépôt financier annuel

Chaque parti politique enregistré devait soumettre son rapport 
financier annuel 2018 vérifié au plus tard le 31 mai 2019. Les 
dates réelles de réception des rapports étaient les suivantes :

Les quatre partis politiques qui n’ont pas respecté la date 
limite de présentation des rapports ont rencontré des 
problèmes importants avec leurs processus internes de 
gestion financière, notamment:

•	 Manque de compétence financière et / ou de supervision 
par le représentant officiel du parti;

•	 Délégation du rôle du représentant officiel au directeur 
exécutif du parti afin de déposer plus efficacement les 
engagements électoraux pendant la campagne;

•	 Manque de compétence financière du personnel financier;
•	 L’incapacité à rapprocher avec précision les comptes 

bancaires et de carte de crédit en temps opportun;
•	 Rotation du représentant officiel et du personnel financier 

après l’élection.
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Consistent with our mandate to facilitate compliance with 
electoral laws, Elections New Brunswick provided signifi-
cant assistance to these political parties during 2019 in 
order to identify and resolve issues within their financial 
accounting systems and to train new official representatives 
and financial staff in best practices for political parties in 
New Brunswick.

On October 1, 2019, and pursuant to subsection 35(2) of the 
Act, I also delayed authorization of the quarterly allowance 
payment to the three parties delinquent as of that date. 
The payment was released to each party following the 
filing of its respective 2018 financial return.

Related organizations

In the schedules, the use of the term “related organizations” 
has been restricted to include only a registered political 
party, its registered district associations, and its official 
candidates. Subsection 2(2) of the Political Process Finan-
cing Act permits funds to be transferred between these 
related organizations.

The names used in this annual report for the registered 
political parties are those recorded in the registry of pol-
itical parties maintained by the Chief Electoral Officer. The 
political parties are presented throughout the report in the 
order of their date of registration with the Chief Electoral 
Officer. Their names and dates of registration are:

Collectively, the terms used to describe the related organ-
izations of each political affiliation are:

Conformément à notre mandat de faciliter le respect des 
lois électorales, Élections Nouveau-Brunswick a fourni

Le 1er octobre 2019, et conformément au paragraphe 35(2) 
de la Loi, j’ai également retardé l’autorisation du versement 
de l’allocation trimestrielle aux trois partis en souffrance à 
compter de cette date. Le paiement a été remis à chaque 
partie après le dépôt de son rapport financier 2018 respectif.
